Import licenses are now required for certain pew
articles which are ocften purchased while on
tripe abroad. The Materiels Group has provided
us with the following information on this sub =
jects Import licenses are now required for the

following pew, utused itemst

Radios (More than 20 Kgs.). Televiasion Sets
(More than 50 Kgs.). Kecord Players (More than

25 Kgs.) Fhonographs (More than 25 Kgs.)
Cameras. ©) Fhotographie film (except movie
film). Phonograph records, Tape and wire re =

cordings {ezcapt for dietaphone &nd other office
equipment). Passenger sutomobiles. Station
wagons and station sedans.

©) A passenger may bring 12 rolls of unexposed
film in his aceompanied beggege without an im-
port licenase.

Exeept as noted, the above items may not be
shipped to Venezuels or brought back sz accom =
panied baggeape without an import licenze if

they are new and unused. If an employse 1z ell
gible to meke & shipment of personal effects,
household effects and furniture for Company ac -
count, the Company will endeavor to obtain im -
port llcenses for reasonable quantities of

items on the above list. All charges in connec-
tion with the shipment of a motor wehicle will,
of course, be for the parsonal account of the
employee. If en employee i3 et eligible for s
Company account shipment of personal effects,
household effects and furniture, the Customs
Sub-Section of our Materials Group will provide
him with the necessary forms and instructions
(upon request) to apply for an import license.

Import licenses are not regulred for the items
listed above if they are "used". There.is no
particular definition 'of the word "used" in
this connectien and the final decision iz up te
the customs lnspector but obviously an item
should show the effects of use if it is to be
imported without & license. In addition to an
article's used appesrance, its used condition
should also be substantiated by a "Certificade
de Uso", It iz therefore cdvissble to obtain

8 "Certimsicado de Uso" for the articles listed
sbeve when they sre sctually used. This iz s
certificate deseribing the article and stating
its Bge, which must be neterized by the employee
or family member and then suthentieated by the
sppropriate Venesuelsn Consul. If the owner of
the article has s "Certificado de Uso™ and can
alan prove that he has been out of Venezuels for




en uninterrurted period of six months, he may
poasibly obtcin a reduction in the lmport
dutles,

With speecifin reference to automobiles, ste -
tien wagons and stetien sedans, Government
authorities have advised thst import licenses
will not be required if the vehicles are ac =
tually licensed and used ebroad before belng
brought teo Venezuela.

The Materisls Group has advised that it will

be happy to supply any additiopal informaticn
vhich may be deslred regarding the importa -

tion of the items listed.

Employeas vho are eligible for s Company ac =
count shipment of personal effects, household
aeffects and furniture should contact our Indug
trial Helstions Group for & listing of the
items which the Company will not shlp for its

account when gew snd unused.

Import duties on the followlng items when peaw
apd unuged have been greatly increased:

(The items listed, or adequate substitutes,
are available for purchase locally. While
their local prices mey be highsr than they
would be in the Us 3., the cost of bringlng
them from abroad and paying the extremely
high import duties far exceeds the cost of
