In acecordance with this change, the
Company shall make the following payments, de -
pending upon the worker's family status, in com-
pensetion for his resettlement costst

15 daya' base salary if the worker is married,
or if his family status is such that he would be
eligible for family housing in & fleld areaj

7 days! base sslary in all other cases.

In the case of a husband and wife who are both
employed by the Company, the payment is made to
whichever of them earms more. The payment is

not made to both of them. (What a shame ...y
but it gets worse in the next column «..
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THE PAYMENTS made for resetilement cestas ln ag
cordance with the provisions mentioned are not
taken into eccount for the calculation of any
other payments made by the Company, neor for
plane eontributlions. Under Venezuslan Tax Law,
however, these payments are considered to be
taxable income for the worker who receives
them and therefors subject to the 1% income
tax retention.
