En el curseo de mi segunds viaje, al 1legar
a La Grita encontré en el hotel al vendedor de
1= mAs importante ferreterias de Maracaibo quien
me commied que habia prolongade su estadla en
esa poblacifn, pues corrfa la noticia de que en
el plramo de El Zumbador merodesba un bandolero
a guien apndaban "El Tureco" &l cual ya habfa a-
ssltado y robado a varlos viajeros sollitarios
,que cruzaban la regifn y, por tanto, esperaba
gque llegaran otros agentes wiajeros para pasar
todos juntoa el péramo con mis seguridad. Al
dfa siguiente 1leg# el vendedor de una fibrica

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REMINISCENCES By Angel G. Pinedo

In making their appointed journeys tirough
the Andean astates, the traveling salesmen of
sixty years ago had to cross three high mountain
passes, locally referred to as "paramos' as they
are in the Webater Dictionary out without the
accent., They were "El Paramo de la Cristalina”
betwaen Trujille and Boconoj "El Paramo de Mu=
suchles" betwsen Timotes and Merida, and "El Pa-
ramo de El Zumbader" between Cobre and Cordero
in the State of Tachira. The highest was at
Mucuchies (13,400 ft). A cold wind blew through
the paramos, especially those at Mucuchies and
El Zumbzdor where at times great gusts literally
blew the milse of f the read. To protect them
from the wind and to prevent their chapping and
eracking, it was customary for the traveler to
hold a l=af of "frailejon" between his lips when
crossing the parames, Frallejon, a plant that
grows in the high regions, has leaves covered
with a fuzz like wool and provided a covering a-
gainst the eold, It was also the custom among
experienced travelers to eat bits of papelon
(panala) that gave them a semse of well-being and
supposedly built up one'a resistance to the cold.
At those hipgh altitudes liquor had to be awoided.

There were two ways to reach Bocono. The
shorter way was through the Cristalina pass which
received its name from a cresk of crystal-clear
water tat flowed through it. The longer way was
to turn off at La Plaguela, skirt the hills and
pase through several towns and villages. The
latter road was often preferred even though it
took 14 hours to reach BSceno. By way of Crista-
lina the trip required enly 10 hours, but it was
a lenely trip with virtually no stopping places
to break the monotony. The highway that exists
today between Trujille and Bbcone was laid out
and built by General Vincencis Pérez Soto during
his administration as govermor of the state, and
it crosses & place called La Cristalina , but it
is not the old, higher pass used years ago by
the mals traina,

On arriving at La Orita during my second trip
to San Cristobal, I met a salesman from the most
important hardware store in Maracaibo who told
me that he had been waiting for the arrival of
other traveling agents because the news had arri-
ved that a bandit lmown as The Turk was somewlere
arourd El Zumbador pass and had already held up
several salesmen traveling alone, N day &
salesman from a shoe factory in Caracas arrived
and when he had finished his business in La OGrita
we left together in the afternoon spending that
night in El Cobre, At dawn the next day we left
forming a caravan of three traveling salesmen,
four helpers, and sixteen pack mules making a
group of seven well-armed men and twenty-three
mles. We traveled always alsrt and took care
that no mules lagged behind, expecting any minute
to be ambushed by the dreaded Turk. I was at the
head of the caravan and halfway through the pass,
I saw & man holding a rifle on his kmees and sit-
ting on & high rock by the side of the road. The
other salesmen and I held a hasty conference
and decided to continue on ocur way as though we
expected nothing, As we passed, the man just
looked at us with apparant wneconcern. When we
last saw him, he was still sitting in exactly
the sams position. We never learnsd whether the
